KENOSHA, Wis. (April 28, 2009) – Vignettes from 1850 to 1870 are showcased in the “I Had My Likeness Taken…Portrait Photographs from the Civil War” exhibit opening Saturday, June 6 in the John M. Antaramian Gallery at the Civil War Museum, Kenosha, Wis. 
The following detailed captions describe limited-run exhibit images, which are available to the media on request.  

Officers of the United States Zouave Cadets & the 6th New York Militia – The United States Zouave Cadets of Chicago performed its zouave drill in New York City during combined exhibitions with the 6th New York Militia in 1860. The three highest ranking Zouave Cadets officers – Colonel Elmer Ellsworth (second left), Second Lieutenant H. Dwight Laflin (second right) and First Lieutenant Joseph R. Scott (far right) – wear full dress and blue-and-buff uniforms in this photo with members of the 6th.  
Iron Brigade Corporal – A carte de visite of an unidentified corporal who served with Company B, 19th Indiana (The Richmond City Grays of Wayne County). The 19th Indiana, three regiments from Wisconsin and one from Michigan made up the famous Iron Brigade of the West that served with the Union’s Army of the Potomac. Uniform details identify the regiment. 
Cadet Charles King with Howitzer – Already a Civil War veteran in this 1864 photo, Cadet Charles King posed with a 12-pound Model 1841 howitzer on the grounds of the United States Military Academy, West Point, N.Y. King was appointed to West Point by President Abraham Lincoln in 1862, after King served as a mounted orderly under his father, Brigadier General Rufus King (commander of the 2nd, 6th and 7th Wisconsin regiments along with the 19th Indiana regiments, later part of the Union’s Army of the Potomac Iron Brigade of the West). Charles King graduated West Point in 1866, and then served in the Indian Wars, the Spanish/American War, the Philippine Insurrection and World War I.
